RESOLUTION NO. 2020-04
RESOLUTION ALLOWING SINGLE SIGNATURE ON SANDSTONE TOWNSHIP PAYROLL AND CLAIMS CHECKS

WHEREAS, On March 13, 2020, Governor Tim Walz declared a public health emergency related to the COVID-19 infectious disease and directed the Minnesota Department of Health to issue guidance on how to prevent and manage the spread of COVID-19; and

WHEREAS, On March 25, Governor Walz issued a Stay at Home order requiring all Minnesotans to limit movements outside their homes between Friday, March 27 and April 10, subject to exceptions described in the Order; and
WHEREAS, Townships may arrange for checks to be signed or sent by only one officer if certain processes and protections are followed. Minn. Stat. 367.18 says that claims audited and approved by the town board, and countersigned by the clerk, become a check on the township’s account once signed by the treasurer; and
WHEREAS, this resolution will remain in effect until the governor permanently rescinds his Stay At Home order; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF SANDSTONE, MINNESOTA that Sandstone Town Board approves a single signature on payroll and claims checks for Sandstone Township drawn on its account at Northview Bank.
